The degree of error, whether over
or under, is indicated by the amount
of red or yellow displayed.

Use only the digital display, and the
3275 becomes a standard
washdown bench scale. Use only
the graphic display, and the 3275
becomes a simple but powerful
checkweigher. Use both for un-
matched versatility and perfor-
mance.
